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Noun Declension Summary: Fourth and Fifth Declensions

We have now seen all five noun declensions. For first through third declensions as well
as general rules for case usage, see the previous Noun Declension Summary handout.

Fourth Declension: Most fourth declension nouns end in -us and are masculine: arcus
(“arch”), impetus (“attack”), metus (“fear”), risus (“smile”), sonitus (“sound”), strepitus
(“din,” “noise”). A small number of fourth declension nouns are feminine: domus
(“house,” “home”), Idias (“Ides,” plural only), manus (“hand,” “band (of men)”). An even
smaller number are neuter and end in -u: cornd (“horn”), gend (“knee”).

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Fifth Declension: Fifth declension nouns are feminine, except diés (“day,” “period of
time”) which may be either masculine or feminine in the singular, but must be
masculine in the plural. There are really only two nouns that need concern us in the
fifth declension, diés and rés (“thing,” “matter,” “business,” “affair,” “circumstance”) as
well as one noun that occurs only in the singular, fidés (“faith,” “loyalty,” “confidence”).
