The irregular, defective verb fié is used as the passive of facid, which has no passive forms of its
own in the present system of tenses. To form the perfect system of tenses for fid, use factus sum
and follow the pattern for the semi-deponent verb audeé on the verb handout for chs. 15-16.

Present of fi6: Imperfect of fié:
fié fimus fiebam fieb&amus
fis fitis fiebas fiébatis
fit flunt fiebat fiebant

Since facid means "make" or "do," fié acquires a couple of special meanings in the passive:
"become" (= "that which is made") and "happen" (= "that which is done").
